And, how can we begin to live every hour of the day
representing our Lord well?

Read Matthew 13:44-46.

The worth and the treasure
found in following Jesus and living the kingdom life, far exceeds anything this world
has to offer you. It is paramount that believers recognize that there is true joy and
excitement in following Jesus, even when it is costly.

Reflect and ponder on possible reasons that have kept you from counting the
cost and going “All in.”
